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"MOONLIGHTING": SEASONS ONE AND TWO” (1985-86 Naturally, Bruce
Willis and Cybill Shepherd are arriving at the industry-wide TV-on-DVD party a little
late. As Willis notes in one nicely done retrospective featurette, the chronically behind-
schedule series only delivered five episodes in its initial six-episode order which "set the
tone for 4 1/2 years of the show, because we never really completed our homework."
That said, all the David-and-Maddie detectives-or-lovers sparring is fun to revisit. And
creator Glenn Gordon Caron could give "The West Wing" crew a lesson in how to write
mannered dialogue that's actually cute in the intended way, rather than self-importantly
annoying.
